Summary

The motor conduction test was normal in all 4 of the tested nerves: L Median - APB, L Ulnar
- ADM, L Peroneal - EDB, L Tibial - AH.

The sensory conduction test was performed on 7 nerve(s). The results were normal in 6
nerve(s): L Radial - Anatomical snuff box (Forearm), L Sural - Ankle (Calf), L Superficial
peroneal - Ankle, L Median - Orthodromic (Dig Il, Mid palm), L Ulnar - Orthodromic, (Dig V,
Mid palm), L Lateral antebrachial cutaneous - Forearm (Elbow). Findings were
unremarkable in 1 nerve(s): L Median, Ulnar - (2 Ch) Orthodromic, (Ring finger-Wrist).
There were no results outside the specified normal range.

The F wave study was normal in all 4 of the tested nerves: L Median - APB, L Ulnar - ADM,
L Peroneal - EDB, L Tibial - AH.

The needle EMG study was normal in all 15 tested muscles: L. Deltoid, L. Biceps brachii, L.
Triceps brachii, L. Pronator teres, L. Abductor pollicis brevis, L. First dorsal interosseous, L.
Cervical paraspinals, L. Tibialis anterior, L. Gastrocnemius (Medial head), L. Vastus lateralis,
L. Gluteus medius, L. Gluteus maximus, L. Lumbar paraspinals, L. Trapezius (middle), R.
Trapezius (middle).

Conclusion:

This is a normal study.

There is no electrodiagnostic evidence of 3 left upper or lower extremity neuropathy,
radiculopathy or plexopathy..

There is no electrodiagnostic evidence of active denervation

There is no electrodiagnostic evidence of a myopathy
